Eskimos from the Ticats on September 11, 2007 along with a fourth-round selection in the 2008 CFL Canadian Draft in

exchange for DB Jason Nedd.

Floyd, Otis: Played his rookie season (2000) with the Edmonton Eskimos after signing with the team on July 26.

Hudson, George: Played two seasons (2000 & 2001) with the Edmonton Eskimos after being selected in the third round
(17th overall) of the 2000 Canadian College Draft, he signed with the team on September 13.

Murphy, Montez: Played one season (2008) with the Edmonton Eskimos.

Thompson, Chris: Played one season (2007) with the Edmonton Eskimos after signing as a free agent on August 31.

COACHES

Marshall, Greg: Marshall served five seasons (2000-04) as the Edmonton Eskimos defensive coordinator and defensive line
coach. In 2003, Marshall's defence played an integral role in the Eskimos Grey Cup championship, leading the CFL in
fewest points allowed (367), fewest points per game allowed (20.4) and fewest touchdowns allowed (37).

Miller, Brad: Miller served as a defensive assistant for four seasons for the Edmonton Eskimos, before being named the
team’s defensive coordinator and assistant head coach in 2000. Miller also oversaw the Eskimos defensive line in 1996,
when Edmonton recorded the third-highest quarterback sack total in CFL history.
